613 Jointly Addressed Malil

613.1 Delivery of Jointly Addressed Mail

Where mail is jointly addressed (for example, “Mr. and Mrs. John Doe” or
“John and Jane Doe"), neither party is entitled to control delivery of such
mail over the objection of the other. Jointly addressed mail is delivered as

addressed by the sender, as long as one of the addressees can receive it
there.

613.2 Delivery of Mail Addressed to Husbands or Wives

Neither party may control delivery of mail addressed to the other. In the
absence of delivery instructions, the mail must be delivered as addressed
by the sender. Refer to 616 for conflicting orders for delivery.
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
